LIBERTARIAN PARTY NOMINEES FOR PUBLIC OFFICE

These binders are a list of Libertarian Party nominees for public
office since the establishment of the party, except that they
only include federal and state office for the period 1990 to the
present.

It was too much work gathering data for local (city, county,
township) after 1990, so starting that year only federal and state
office is included.

The binders are organized by calendar year. Within each calendar
year, the first section includes statewide offices. The second
is U.S. House of Representatives. The third are state district
offices. The titles of these sections, for US House, is always
"congressional." That was not an ideal title because (a) it only
includes US House, not US Senate; US Senate obviously is in the
statewide section. Also the "congressional" section doesn't
include US House-at-large, because that office is also statewide
and thus is in the statewide section.

Because this compilation was under construction back in 1972,

and has been growing ever since, the original divisions and titles
of those divisions has remained the same, for consistency sake, even
though if I were doing the compilation as a fresh start, the titles
of the sections would be different.

Another odd title for the sections is the "Legislative" title for

the third section within each year. It really includes all state
office that is elected on a district basis. 99% of the entries

in "legislative" really are legislative elections, but also included
are other state district offices, such as Board of Education in states
such as Colorado and Texas, and for some states other similar offices,
such as public utility commissioners elected on a district basis.

* means one of the two major parties didn't run anyone. There
are certain ambiguities with the asterisk. Some states elect
more than a single legislator from a district. If a state elects
two from a district, and one major party puts up one nominee but
not two, I tried to type a half-asterisk, but that didn't always
come off clearly.

In multi-member districts, I calculated percentages using the
denominator that is obtained when one adds up all the votes cast
for all candidates in that district, divided by the number of seats
to be elected.

Pages for even-year elections only relate to elections held in

November of that year. Pages for odd years include all elections

held that calendar year, no matter the month. There are separate

pages for elections held in even years prior to November. These pages
are always labeled "SPRING (year)." It doesn't literally mean spring
season, it also includes summer, or the part of the winter early in that
year.



The entries for "SPRING (year)" are probably incomplete,
for recent years. It is not easy to keep up with all
special legislative elections. However, it is believed
the entries are complete for the non-spring pages.

The entries for US House and state legislature try to

include an extremely brief description of where that
particular district is. After each district is listed,

the description follows in parantheses. This entry usually

is the name of a city or town within that district, to give

a very rough idea of where that district is. Sometimes

the clue to location includes the name of a county, or several
counties, in place of the name of a city or town.

For the US House and legislative pages, the number of votes
received within that state, for that particular year, for

all such offices, is included. The total entries also have
percentages. The total percentages refer to the number of
votes cast for Libertarian nominees for that office, that year,
divided by the number of all votes cast for all candidates

for those same offices. Thus, one can compare the statewide
tetal for the party, for that particulsary kind of office.

This makes it possible for a reader to compare the percentage
showing, for various states in various years, with other
states for the same office in the same year.

These percentages are more meaningful if they are separated

out for the races with two major party nominees, versus races
with only one major party nominee. In the beginning of the
compilation, that work was done. The subtotals and percentages
were kept separately for "tension" races (meaning races with
both major parties in the race) and the non-tension races.
However, that separate compilation was too much work and

was abandoned for the later years and decades.
